	Quote
Paraphrase

Summary

Uses the author’s words exactly, and encloses these words in quotation marks, e.g.

“High school students must gain a solid understanding of Harvard Referencing principles” (Jones, 2003, p7)
Demonstrates your understanding of a relatively short passage, e.g. 

The work of Jones (2003) showed that students need to gain a good understanding of Harvard referencing principles
Demonstrates your understanding of a text of any length, e.g.

Jones (2003) writes of the need for students to understand Harvard referencing
Must be used sparingly, as they do not demonstrate your own understanding of the topic, but the person from whom you have quoted.
Reports on every point in the text and maintains the same emphasis
Only selects and condenses the main idea in a text for your particular purposes
FINALLY! No matter whether you quote, paraphrase or summarise, you MUST have a corresponding reference in your bibliography, e.g.

Jones, P. 2003 The Principles of Harvard Referencing. Angus & Robertson: Sydney
