	A paragraph that introduces the subject of your response. It is a description and general statement that gives your audience a context. 

A series of paragraphs that report your response to the poetic text. A new paragraph should be used for each of your topics. It may be best to begin with what the poem is about and then have a new paragraph for each of the features you cover (rhyme, purpose and so on).

A final paragraph that sums up your judgement of the poetic text. It can also be your recommendations about the text (for example, thought provoking). 
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
