· This may be an introductory paragraph. 

2. Materials needed for completing the procedure 

· This may be a list. 

· This may be a paragraph. 

· This step may be left out in some procedures. 

3. A sequence of steps in the correct order 

· Numbers can be used to show first second, third, and so on. 

· The order is usually important. 

· Such words as now, next, and afterthis can be used.
