· Brainstorm many questions as you can about the topic

· Do not stop to discuss, judge or answer the questions. 

· Write down every question exactly as it is stated.

· Change any statement into a question.

· Closed-ended questions: They can be answered with YES or NO or with ONE WORD. Example: Is this going to be on the exam?
· Open-ended questions: They require an explanation and cannot be answered with YES or NO or ONE WORD.  Example: What will be on the exam?
